My name is Ronnie. I am a 3 year old Lab / Shepherd mix looking for my forever home. Here is my story:





I was found on a cold, rainy morning in the middle of the street by what must have been my guardian angel. I was reluctant to get into her car, but I was wet and so cold, that I decided to get in the warm car.  She took me to where she worked - which turned out to be a veterinarian's office, of all places!  I had tags on, so she was able to find my owner. After giving me a long needed bath, she took me back to my owner after she got off of work that day.  Boy, was I happy to get home. However, she and my owner talked a little and he indicated that maybe he shouldn't keep me after all.  A couple days went by and there was my guardian angel again in my backyard! She called to me and put me back in her warm car and off to the vet's we went. But I never went home again.  I came to find out that my owner admitted that he really couldn't take care of me like he should - after all, he kept me outside 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. I guess that's why I decided to jump the fence - extreme case of boredom. Then they tried chaining me, but the boredom and loneliness took over again, and I was still able to get away and jump the fence! - AND, he told her that he was allergic to me! I’m not sure why he adopted me in the first place, but that’s all in the past. I am now with the kind people at Circle Tail, where I have a warm bed, plenty of food and attention. There’s still something missing, though, and that’s a loving family to call my own. I am shy in new situations, but I bond tightly. I would like a home without small children; they make me sort of nervous. I know my obedience and will do my best to behave in my new home. I am a gentle dog who likes to play, and I definitely enjoy quality cuddle time! Will you give me a chance to have a permanent, loving family?

Ashley – A Home at Last


Ashley, an almost 2 year old shepherd/hound mix was found on the side of the road at 4 weeks of age by a rescue worker at a no-kill shelter in Kentucky. She lived there until this past December when the shelter was closing and she came to Circle Tail. Ashley was very shy but sweet. She resided in several of the prisons, but received most of her training at the Ross Correctional Institution in Chillicothe. Ashley was house trained and learned basic obedience and to “visit” or place her head on someone’s lap to be petted. Due to her relatively calm nature and people orientation, Ashley was placed as a facility dog at the North Shore Retirement Community on Feb. 10, 2001. Ashley finally has a permanent home!





Nestle Locates a Steamy Problem





To understand and appreciate this remarkable story, you must first be introduced to Nestle.  Nestle is a 16-month old Chocolate Labrador Retriever that is currently involved in training to become an Assistance Canine.  Nestle presently resides at the Chillicothe Correctional Institution where her training involves tasks that hopefully someday will enable her to help her human partner – a wheel chair bound person.  However, most recently, she has also been learning seizure work.  Seizure work involves several learned tasks that, when connected together, will alert someone that Nestle’s human partner is in trouble.  In this instance, the person is suffering from a seizure.  This is where the story begins.





On December 6, 2000, Nestle was partaking in her evening seizure training session.  The task at hand was that I (her trainer) would suffer a “mock seizure” in an unfamiliar setting, which was close to our living quarters, located on the second floor of A1 dorm.  Nestle was to find her way back to her “alert card” located in our room, and return with help.  The alert card states that the dog is in training, and if you take the card from the dog, say “SHOW ME” and follow the dog to the person in need of help.  In the middle of her training session, Nestle stopped as if distracted by something.





A few onlookers tried to redirect Nestle into performing her task.  The onlookers, who are quite aware of Nestle’s training, included Corrections Officer Yates.  No one could get Nestle to perform her task, and their efforts were to no avail.  This was very unlike Nestle as she normally eagerly performs her integrated and sequenced training tasks with seemingly little effort.





Nestle ran out the 2nd floor door and up the steps to the 3rd floor.  The door was locked and Nestle began scratching at it.  Officer Yates asked Nestle what was wrong and opened the door.  Nestle ran about, checking each room as if on a search to find something.  She would stop, moving only her head as if trying to locate a sound or perhaps pick up an airborne scent.





After conducting her 3rd floor search, Nestle ran out the door and down four flights of stairs to the basement gate, which was a place she had never been before.  Officer Yates, and I, along with a few other inmates and another officer, followed Nestle.





Once Nestle was let into the basement area, she stopped as if picking up more information to guide her.  Running ahead, in a place she had never been before, Nestle made a right turn, ran down a long hallway, made a left turn, and traveled quickly in and out of three to four large rooms until she stopped.





In the corner of one of the rooms - - where Nestle had stopped and was now sitting – there was a broken steam pipe.  Escaping steam from the pipe made a whistling sound, and escaping steam was being sprayed all over the wall.  Of course, no one was aware of the problem, and the basement area is not in use.  No one knows how long the trouble would have existed before it eventually would have been found.  It took an exceptional dog in training, two floors up from the abnormal noise, to alert humans to the problem.





Nestle goes about her daily routines, preparing to make someone’s life a little easier.  Among the MANY tasks she performs, Nestle opens doors, retrieves anything accidentally dropped or that she is asked to pick up, and she can even retrieve her leash when spelled out for her.  Nestle enjoys her wheelchair training sessions, and is quickly adapting to being a seizure dog as well.  Nestle is a very social dog whose potential is unlimited, and our time with her un-measurable.
